Supreme Court Justice Anthony Scalia:

‘irrational’ to reject miracles. One can be sophisticated and believe 
in God.  Reason and intellect are not to be laid aside where matters 

of religion are concerned.  What is irrational is to reject the 
possibility of miracles and the resurrection of Jesus Christ,  

which is precisely what the worldly wise do.”
